What |t’s ||ke [vocal coach] Fides Krucker has been an innovative interpreter of vocal music for

thirty years. Her company, Good Hair Day Productions, premiered the opera Julie
Sits Waiting (Walmsley/Dufort) in 2012, receiving five Dora Nominations. Fides
created vocal scores for Peggy Baker's land/body/breath at the AGO, 2015's
locus plot and 2016's Phase Space (receiving a Dora for composition.) Her
recording of the Berio Folksongs with Vancouver's Turning Point Ensemble will be
released this fall. Upcoming projects: /n This Body, a cabaret of Canadian Pop
Songs danced by Peggy Baker, Laurence Lemieux and Heidi Strauss, and Three
Wafers, an immersive inhabitation of the unbound feminine and our oceans. Fides
is the recipient of a Chalmer's Foundation Fellowship.

[costumes] Alana Elmer is co-owner of Arsenic&OId Lace, a vintage booth that
can be found at the illustrious Arts Market in Leslieville. She has styled and
costume designed for numerous film, dance and television productions including
award winning film Kookie, Daytime Toronto and Kate Hilliard's Album. Aside from
being a costume designer Alana Elmer has been a company dancer at Toronto
Dance Theatre since 2005.

[lighting] Simon Rossiter has created more than one hundred and fifty original
lighting designs. Previous collaborations with adelheid/Heidi Strauss include
design for a map of light years and the edge of now, and production management
for Stil Here. Other designs include works for Coleman Lemieux & Compagnie
(Against Nature, Les Paradis Perdus, #lovesexbrahms, Elvis & the Man in Black;
From the House of Mirth), Soulpepper Theatre Company (Frankly, Sinatra; The
Dead; Thirst of Hearts); théatre francais de Toronto (Les Précieuses Ridicules, Les
Zinspires, Le Fa Le Do), Toronto Dance Theatre (Manenbad; New York/Toronto,
Brussels/Toronto, Eleven Accords, Rivers), and lighting direction for Fall for Dance
North. Simon has received two Dora Awards for outstanding lighting design and is
a member of the Associated Designers of Canada.
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
